No. Parya./Jal./Pari.(Miscellaneous)-16/2019/983(E) Pa.Va.Ja.Pa—Under the
Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016, plastic carry bags (unused or recycled) of thickness
less than 50 microns and plastic sheets or similar articles made of plastic sheets used for
multilayer packaging and packaging or wrapping of articles Cover, which is not an integral
part of the article, is prohibited;

2. And whereas, the Government of Bihar vide Gazette Notification No.-943, Dated-
24.10.2018 and 1043, Dated 11.12.2018, has notified complete ban on use of plastic carry
bags (irrespective of their size and thickness) in the limits of all Municipal bodies and Gram
Panchayats respectively.

3. In exercise of the powers conferred under section 23 of the Environment
(Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986), the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate
Change, Government of India, issued vide notification AO (E) under section 5 of the Act,
and in exercise of the powers delegated to this State vide notification dated 10.02.1988, the
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Government of Bihar, through notification no. Parya/van (Mu)-09/2019-406 (E-) Dated

16.06.2021 has imposed a complete ban within the limits of the State on the manufacture,
import, store, transport, sale and use of following items made of single-use disposable
plastic, including thermocol : cutlery such as plates, cups, glasses, forks, spoons, bowls and
stirrers, plastic coated plates, cups and other cutlery used for serving eatlebles/drinks; water
pouches and packets, plastic flags, banners and buntings, after 180 days from the date of
publication of the notification in the official gazette.

4. And whereas, the ban on single use disposable plastic and its related products
across the country is to be effective from 01.07.2022, vide Gazette notification number-459,
dated 12.08.2021, issued in this regard by the Government of India.

5. And whereas, according to clause-4(2) of the said notification, the manufacture,
import, stocking, distribution, sale and use of the following single-use plastic, including
polystyrene and expanded polystyrene, commodities shall be prohibited with effect from the
1% July, 2022 including ear buds with plastic sticks, plastic sticks for balloons, Plastic flags,
candy sticks, ice cream sticks, polystyrene (thermocol) for decorations, plates, cups, glasses,
cutlery such as forks, spoons, knives, straw, trays, wrapping or packing films around sweet
boxes, invitation cards and cigarette packets, plastic or PV C banners less than 100 microns,
stirrers.

6. In this regard, after due consideration, the provision in Para No. 6 in the

Government of Bihar notification no.- Parya/van (Mu)-09/2019-406 (E.) Dated 16.06.2021,

published in the Gazette, is substituted as under :-

Now therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by section 5 of the Environment
(Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986), delegated to this State vide MoEF, Gol notification no.
S.0. 152 (E), dated 10.02.1988 under section 23 of the said act, the Government of Bihar
issues this notification to impose a complete ban on the manufacture, import, stocking,
distribution, sale and use of following single use plastic, including polystyrene and
expanded polystyrene, commodities with effect from the 1% July, 2022 :-

@ Ear buds with plastic sticks, plastic sticks for balloons, plastic flags, candy

sticks, ice-cream sticks, polystyrene (Thermocol) for decoration,

(b) Plates, cups, glasses, cutlery such as forks, spoons, knives, straw, trays,

wrapping or packing films around sweet boxes, invitation cards and cigarette

packets, plastic or PV C banners less than 100 micron, stirrers.
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The provisions shall not apply to commodities made of compostable plastic.

7. ParaNo. 7" (Directions)" issubstituted as under :-

The manufacture, import, stocking, distribution, sale and use of the following single
use plastic, including polystyrene and expanded polystyrene, commodities are prohibited
within the limits of the State of Bihar with effect from 1% July, 2022,

@ Ear buds with plastic sticks, plastic sticks for balloons, plastic flags, candy

sticks, ice-cream sticks, polystyrene (Thermocol) for decoration,

(b) Plates, cups, glasses, cutlery such as forks, spoons, knives, straw, trays,
wrapping or packing films around sweet boxes, invitation cards and cigarette
packets, plastic or PV C banners less than 100 micron, stirrers.

The provisions shall not apply to commodities made of compostable plastic.

8. ParaNo. 12 "(Enforcement)" is abolished.

All other Para/lProvisions in the notification no.Parya/van (Mu)-09/2019-406(E.)

Dated 16.06.2021 shall remain as such.
