ORDER

Whereas,Corona night curfew upto 5 AM of 31$ May,2021 and
Corona curfew upto 5 AM of 26& May,2O27 with specific restrictions were
imposed vide order of even No. dated 3r May,2O2l and 19e May,2O21,
respectively in Agartala Municipal Corporation area, other Urban Local
Bodies (ULBs) ard all other areas of tlre State for effective control of COVID-
19 in the Stat€ and these restriction measures are in force.

AND

{Ihereas, t}re situation has been reviewed in detail by the State
Government and it is felt oecessarjr to extend Corona curfew / Corona night
curfew with more rest-rictions in AMC, other ULBS aald rural areas of t].e
State in order to contain the spread of COMD-19 pandemic.

Now, l, the undersigned in the capacity of ChaAmaI of the State
Executive Committee of Tripura State Disaster Management Authority, in
exercise of t-I.e powers, conferred under Section 22(2)(h) of the Disaster
Management Act, 2005 issue the following directions:-

A. Imposltlon of Corona day curfew w.e.f. 5 AM of 26th Nlay,zozl
upto 4 PM of 56 .Iune,2o21 itr the jurisdictio! of Agartala
Mutricipal Corporation and ia all other Urban Local Bodles.

B. Corora day curfew outslde AMC and ULBS areas of the State
froE 5 A of 276 Nlay,2O2L upto 4 PM of stn Ju!,e,zozl.

C. Corona night iurfew (fron 4 PM to 5 A. l ir all areas of the
State w.e.f 4 PM of 26n fray,2o2l to upto 5 Atrfi of 66
June,2o21,

D. Irter district movemert of vehicles aud people will remaln
banned tlll 4 PM of sth Jure, 2O2L except for exemptio!
itldicated h order of even no. dated 19$ May, 2021.

I. Durfurg above mertiored Corona dav curfew period 15 AM to 4
PMI followirE restrictlons wlll remaln ln force.

1. A11 stand alone shops and commercial establishments dealing with
essential items like groceries, vegetables, milk, meat/fish, animal
feed/fodder etc sha1l remain open only from 6 AM to 12 noon.

enlorcement measures should be takcn by thc District Administration. Anl.
pcrsons violating these measures rvill liab1e to bc procccded against as p"r
provisions of Scction 51 to 60 of Diszlster Management Act, 2005, besides

legal section Under Scction l88 of I.P.C. and other legal provisions as

applicable. The government has also imposcd mcasurcs undcr the Epidemic

Disease Act, 1987, main provisions ofrvhich are indicatcd in Anncxure A.

Actions uuder "The Epidemic Disease COVID 19 regulations, 2O2O"

The State Ciovcrnment, in exercise of thc powers conferred Undcr

Section 2 of the Epidemic Disease Act 1987, framed "The Epidemic Discase

COVID 19 regulations, 2020" to contain thc sprcad oI pandemic COVID 19

in the population. Acqrrding to thcse regulations, following major

reslrictions have been imposed by the State Governmenl:-

1. Compulsory wea.ing mask including homcmade w.ashable cloth mask

/ face cover by any cloth in public ,/ work place or u,hile travelling /
driving.

Social dislancing to bc cnsured ir-r public:tnd private transport.

Restricting shops to opc.ate only after ensuring appropriate social

distancing me.lsurcs and avoiding over-crou.ding through volunteers

to regulate shoppers. The shops having frontage less than one meter

shall a1lou, only onc pcrson at a time, having lrontage 1(one) or morc

but less than 2(two) mcters, tw.o persons sha1l be allowed at a time

and so on. Rest may stand behind $'ith a distance of one meter in
queue. The shopkccper an.l shoppcrs sha1l compulsorilv rvear mask /
face covers. Compulsorv clailv sanitization ol area.

Pcnaltv for the violati.rns of the regulations is as follows:-

1. Fine oI Rs.200/ in the first violation and Rs. 4OO/ for subsequenr

violation in regarcl to not u'earing of mask / iace cover.

2. Fine of Rs.100O/ for nol ensuring social distancing in public and

private tr.rnsport, for not ensuring social distancing among the

consumers in fuont of the shops by shopkeepers and for violating

home quarantinc norms.

Moreover, any person / institution / organisation violating the regulations

shzLll be deemed to have committed offcnce punishable under Section 188 of
IPC (.+s ol 186oj.
